
• The fan can be controlled by pushing the 
buttons on the control panel or the remote 
control. 

• Pressing the “POWER” button will turn the fan 
on to LO (Low) speed.  By pressing the 
“SPEED” button you can select MI (Medium) or 
HI (High) speed and the indicator light on the 
panel will display the current speed.                                                  

• By pressing the “TIMER”  button you can 
select a running time of 1, 2, 4 or 7 hours.  
The fan will automatically turn off at the end 
of the selected duration.  An indicator light on 
the control panel will display the selected time. 

• Pressing the “Oscillation” button will start side-
to-side movement of the fan. Oscillation can 
be stopped by pressing the button a second 
time. 

• By pressing the “FAN MODE” button you can 
select either “sleep”, (gradual reduction of fan 
speed during the night), “nature”, 
(continuously changing fan speed), or “normal” operation.   
The indicator lights will display the selected mode of operation.                          

• The fan can be stopped by pressing the “POWER” button.  The “POWER” 
indicator light will remain on. 

 
Cleaning/Maintenance/Storage 
Before cleaning, switch the fan off and disconnect the plug from the 
electrical socket.  Wipe off any dust with a lint free cloth.  Dust on the fan 
may also be removed by vacuuming.  Should the fan housing become soiled, 
it can be cleaned with a warm (not hot) mild detergent solution and then 
dried.  Resistant stains may be removed by gently rubbing with a clean cloth 
sprinkled with rubbing alcohol.  Should it prove necessary to clean the fan 
blade, remove the front guard by loosening the plastic ring.  Loosen the 
blade locking nut and remove the fan blade from the shaft. Clean it with a 
warm (not hot) mild detergent solution then wipe dry.  Do not immerse the 
apparatus in water or other fluids.  Ensure that no fluids get into the 
apparatus or motor.  The fan is equipped with a thermally protected, 
permanently lubricated motor.  Further lubrication is not required. 
 
It is recommended that you retain the packaging in which the apparatus was 
delivered as proper storage or for removal purposes. 
 
If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the 
manufacturer or its service agent or a similarly qualified person in 
order to avoid a hazard.

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Instructions for operation, safety and maintenance 
 
General Instructions 
• Do not turn on the fan if the casing shows visible damage, if the power 

cord is faulty or if an invisible defect is suspected. 
• Only connect the fan if the voltage indicated on the rating plate 

corresponds with the line voltage. 
• If this apparatus is used for something other than for its intended use, 

if it is operated incorrectly or not repaired expertly, no responsibility 
can be accepted for possible damage. 

 
Safety instructions 
• After use and before cleaning, always switch the fan off and 

disconnect from the electrical supply. 
• Before removing the plug from the wall socket, always turn the fan off. 
• To protect yourself from electric shocks, do not immerse the apparatus 

in water or other fluids.  It must not become wet or damp. 
• Do not place the apparatus where it can fall into water or other fluids. 
• Do not leave the apparatus unattended while it is running.  Switch it 

off when you leave the room for an extended period of time. 
• Be sure not to leave the apparatus unsupervised in the vicinity of 

children or household pets. 
• Use the apparatus only for the purpose for which it is intended, as 

described in these instructions. 
• To avoid vibration, place the apparatus on a smooth level surface. 
• Avoid contact with moving parts. 
• Never drop or insert any object into any fan opening. Do not insert any 

object into the area protected by the wire guards. 
• Do not obstruct the airflow. 
• Do not operate the apparatus without its protective guard. 
 
Unpacking and setup 
Carefully remove the fan components from the shipping carton and inspect 
for damage. 
 
Base Assembly 
1. Remove the four screws from the column and use them to mount the 

column to the circular base. Cover the screws with the base cap. 
 
Motor/Control Mounting 
2. Loosen the lock nut and pull out the height adjustment tube.  Secure it 

into position by retightening the lock nut. 
3. Place the Motor/Control Assembly onto the height adjustment tube and 

secure by tightening the housing set screw.

Fan Blade and Guard Assembly 
4. Unscrew the blade locking nut from the motor 

shaft. 
5. Remove the rear guard mounting nut.  Fit the rear 

guard onto the motor. Ensure that the pin on the 
motor is matched with the hole in the guard. 

6. Fit the fan blade onto the shaft.  Ensure that the 
pin in the shaft slips into the slot on the blade. 

7. Fasten the fan blade to the shaft using the blade 
locking nut. 

8. Snap the plastic ring of the front guard onto the 
rear guard. 

9. Tighten the locking screw onto the plastic ring. 
 

Operating Instructions 
• Place the fan in its desired location. 
• Extend the power cord and insert into a 

convenient wall socket. 
• Insert batteries into remote control.  
• The airflow inclination may be directed upwards or downwards by loosening 

the locking screw.  Ensure that you retighten the screw after adjustment. 
• The height of the fan may be adjusted by loosening the height adjustment 

screw.  Ensure that you hold the housing securely while loosening the 
screw.  Retighten the screw securely after the height has been set.
